CMA supports appointment of consultants for Lake Mokoan rehabilitation process

Following the State Governments appointment of a consultant to develop the Lake Mokoan Land Use Strategy, the Goulburn Broken Catchment Management Authority (CMA) and the Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Steering Committee have expressed their support for the project.

Lake Mokoan will be decommissioned following an announcement by the Minister for Water, John Thwaites, who says that returning Lake Mokoan to a wetland system will deliver enormous benefits to the environment.

The CMA fully supports the decommissioning project and the process now in place to develop comprehensive options for the present Lake Mokoan site.

The Lake Mokoan project is integrated with many CMA initiatives within the Goulburn Broken Regional Catchment Strategy including those aimed at wetland enhancement and improvement of the Broken River system.

The Authority is happy with the appointment of Beca Pty Ltd, chosen in consultation with the Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Steering Committee (LMFLUSC), after an exhaustive process to determine the best qualified consultants for the project.

Showing support for the deliberations of the Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Steering Committee , CMA Board Chairman Steve Mills noted the importance of a high level of communication and consultation at each stage of the process. The CMA has appointed Executive Officer Phil Stevenson to lead this process.

“We have the highest regard for the Future Land Use Steering Committee,” Mr Mills said.

Sally Simson, Chair and Russell Ellis, Deputy Chair of the Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Steering Committee, were very pleased with the selection process and the final appointment of Beca consultants to develop land use options for the current Lake Mokoan site after extensive community consultation.

Now that the consultants have been appointed they will meet with the Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Steering Committee on June 23 and the community consultation process will formally start with community consultation with relevant stakeholders and workshops to start in July.
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
