Community Feedback Vital For Lake Mokoan Study

Members of the local community are invited to provide input on the future use of the Lake Mokoan site at an information day being held in Benalla on Thursday, August 4.

Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Steering Committee and Beca Consultants will conduct two information sessions at the Department of Sustainability & Environment (DSE) Regional Office, Sydney Road, Benalla.

Committee Chair, Sally Simson, said the informal sessions would give residents the chance to share their ideas and knowledge with consultants as part of the Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Study.

Two sessions have been planned to ensure everyone is given the opportunity to meet with the consultants and share their ideas for future options for the Lake Mokoan site.

The afternoon session will be held from 1.30 - 4pm and will be followed by an evening session from 5 –7.30pm

Ms Simson said the sessions were the first stage of a comprehensive community consultation program, which will ensure local ideas and knowledge are taken into consideration as part of the study.

“Community ideas and views will play an important role in working through the best options for the land in the future. Both the committee and the consultants are extremely keen to receive as much feedback as possible from the community,” Ms Simson said.

“I would urge residents throughout the district, who have an interest in the future use of Lake Mokoan, to come along during the session times and meet the consultants and receive an overview of the study.”

Residents are not required to make an appointment, and are free to attend at their convenience during the session times.

The Lake Mokoan Future Land Use Steering Committee was established in February this year to oversee the rehabilitation of Lake Mokoan. As part of this process, Beca Consultants were appointed in June to develop land use options following the lake’s decommissioning.
